SETTING THE SCENE

The Lehigh women’s basketball team is set to embark on a four-game road trip beginning on Wednesday
evening with a showdown at Loyola (Md.). The game will wrap up the first half of the Patriot League
schedule and comes in the midst of a stretch of six out of seven games away from Stabler Arena.

Both teams enter the matchup having each won their last two games. Lehigh delivered a pair of sin-
gle-digit wins last week, including their first road league win of the season at Colgate. LU followed
up on Saturday with a 59-55 win over Army West Point, behind 21 points from Gena Grundhoffer
and a second half that saw the Mountain Hawks shoot over 63 percent. Loyola its first two-game
winning streak of the season after picking up a big three-point road win last Wednesday at Bucknell
and followed that up with a 70-55 home win Saturday over Colgate. Sophomore Stephanie Karcz
tallied a triple-double against Colgate, and along with teammate Izzy Therien, helped Loyola sweep
this week’s Patriot League awards.

Lehigh and Loyola rank fourth and fifth, respectively, during Patriot League play in scoring offense,
and Lehigh sits fourth in the PL by allowing 58.8 points per ballgame.

Lehigh will remain in Maryland for their next game, as they begin the second half of the league
schedule at Navy on Saturday night.

LEHIGH HEAD COACH SUE TROYAN

Sue Troyan (Dickinson ‘88) is in her 23rd season at the helm of the Mountain Hawks, and carries a
career record of 358-315 into Wednesday’s game. Since arriving in Bethlehem, she has turned the
Lehigh program into a perennial Patriot League contender. A two-time Patriot League Coach of
the Year, Troyan guided Lehigh to 19 wins and a Patriot League championship game appearance
in 2014-15. Over the previous eight full seasons, Troyan has led Lehigh to a 167-114 record. She
hasled LU to three Patriot League Championships and NCAA Tournament berths during her ten-
ure. Prior to becoming the head basketball coach, Troyan served as an assistant basketball coach
and head softball coach at Lehigh, leading the softball team to a 126-90 record in five seasons.
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ALL-TIMEVS. LOYOLA (MD.)

The Mountain Hawks hold a 9-6 record all-time against the Grey-
hounds, including a 5-4 mark since Loyola joined the Patriot League
in 2013-14.

Lehigh is 3-5 all-time on the road at Loyola and holds a 6-1 record
against the Greyhounds at Stabler Arena. Loyola won both match-
ups at Reitz Arena last season, stopping Lehigh’s second half rally
for a 62-58 win on Jan. 5, and then dominating Lehigh in the Patriot
League Tournament’s opening round 78-50. Lehigh captured the
middle game at Stabler Arena 86-69 on Feb. 1, going 34-for-40 from
the free throw line.

Since Loyola joined the league, the two teams have split the regular
season series in three of the four years, with Lehigh sweeping in 2015-
16.

In last year’s three games, Quinci Mann averaged 16 ppg, shot 41 per-
cent from three-point range, while Gena Grundhofer (8.0), Hannah
Hedstrom (7.3) and Bernadette Devaney (7.0) all averaged at least
seven ppg. Loyola outscored Lehigh by an average of 69.7-64.7 while
Lehigh shot 37.3 percent overall and had a turnover margin of -4.3.

SCOUTING THE GREYHOUNDS

Fresh off back-to-back wins, Loyola moved up to eighth place in the
Patriot League standings after their win on Saturday over Colgate.
The win capped a 2-0 week that also saw the Greyhounds take down
Bucknell on the road on Wednesday, ending the Bison’s 25-game home
court winning streak in league games.

Sophomore Stephanie Karcz picked up the program’s first-ever tri-
ple-double on Saturday against Colgate, scoring 14 points with 11 re-
bounds and 10 assists. She previously collected 16 points, 16 rebounds
and eight assists at Bucknell en route to being named the Patriot League
Player of the Week for the first time this season. Freshman Izzy Therien
scored 16 points in both games and was named the league’s Rookie of
the Week for the second consecutive week.

As a team, Loyola is averaging 59.3 points per game this season, but is
fifth in league play at 61.2 ppg. Through their first eight league games,
they have allowed 66.6 points per game, equating to a -5.4 scoring mar-
gin, which ranks seventh. Overall this season, they rank last in the Pa-
triot League by shooting just 36 percent from the field and allowing
opponents to shoot 44.3 percent. They are also last in both three-point
percentage (.248) and allowing opponents to shoot 36.5 percent. On the
boards, they rank seventh in rebounding margin (-2.4) and fifth in turn-
over margin (-0.6).

Karcz ranks fourth in the league this season with 15.3 ppg and is second
in rebounding at 10.8 rpg. In league play, she picks up a league-leading
14.8 rpg and ranks second 15.8 in scoring. Therien is sixth in scoring
in the league at 14.1 ppg, and sophomore Alexis Gray also averages
double figures (10.6 ppg).

LOYOLA HEAD COACH JOE LOGAN

The winningest coach in program history, Joe Logan is in his 13th sea-
son at the helm of the Greyhounds. Logan enters Wednesday’s match-
up with a career record of 163-223.

Throughout his tenure at Loyola, Logan has also registered the most
Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference wins (76), has led Loyola to two
trips to the MAAC title game (2006 and 2011) and the Patriot League
Championship game in 2016.

Logan led the Greyhounds to arguably the most successful season in
program history in 2010-11, tying the record for most wins in a single
season with 21, and setting the mark for most conference wins in

a single season with 15. Loyola finished 21-13 overall and 15-3 in the
MAAC. It was the second season Logan had led the team to at least 13
conference victories.

Prior to being named head coach, Logan served as an assistant at
Loyola from 1997-2001 and was later an assistant at St. Joseph’s, help-
ing the Hawks to three trips to the WNIT.

Logan graduated from Loyola in 1996 with a bachelor’s degree in his-
tory and a minor in business.

Lehigh is off to an 9-1 start at home this season, their best home start since going unde-
feated at home in 2009-10.

After starting Patriot League play hot from the floor, particularly at home, Lehigh has shot
just 36.3 percent (61-for-168) from the floor and 30.6 percent (15-for-49) from beyond the
arc over their last three games. Lehigh shot just 2-for-13 from three-point range on Satur-
day against Army, after entering the game shooting 50 percent (40-for-80) from downtown
at home in Patriot League play.

Despite the recent cool stretch, the Mountain Hawks still rank in the top four in most ma-
jor offensive category, and rank second in three-point percentage .408. Lehigh is also one
of two teams in league play to average over seven 3FGs/game (752 They rank fourth in
scoring offense (63.4), scoring defense (58.8) and scoring margin (4.6).

In their four league home games, Lehigh has shot 45.4 percent from the floor and an even
50 percent (40-for-80) from three-point range. Lehngh has averaged 10 made three-pointers
in home league games, while surrendering just 3.5.

BETHLEHEM, Pa. - Sophomore Gena Grundhoffer led the way with a career-high 21 points on 7-of-9
shooting to lead the Lehigh women's basketball team to a 59-55 win over Army West Point at Stabler
Arena on Saturday. Grundhoffer was also a perfect 7-for-7 from the free throw line and pulled in
seven rebounds and two steals. Sophomore Camryn Buhr added 14 points and eight rebounds on
6-0f-10 shooting, and senior Bernadette Devaney scored eight points and delivered both of the team’s
three-pointers. After shooting just 26.7 percent in the opening half, Lehigh shot 63.2 percent (12-for-
19) over the final 20 minutes, and finished with 32 points in the paint. Army outrebounded Lehigh
40-33 while the Lehigh defense forced 20 West Point turnovers and collected nine steals. Lehigh im-
proves to 12-7 overall and 6-2 in Patriot League play, while Army drops to 9-10, 2-6 PL.

“We have a lot of kids that are capable of stepping up and hitting the three, and this was a game
where Army did a pretty good job of taking away our perimeter game,” said head coach Sue Troyan.
“Instead of forcing bad shots, we emphasized attacking the rim and sometimes you have to take what
the defense gives you. We weren’t great at shooting today, but we didn’t settle on three-point shots
either, we found other ways to score and we got contributions from different people.”

Buhr found Grundhoffer with a bounce pass in the lane for a layup and drew the foul. Grundhoffer
hit the free throw to give Lehigh a 7-2 lead at the first media timeout. Hannah Hedstrom raced ahead
for a breakway layup after picking Army’s pocket and Devaney added two free throws, both in the
final minute, to give Lehigh a 15-9 lead after one.

After Buhr made it 17-9 with a layup in the opening minute of the second quarter, Lehigh went on to
miss their next 10 field goal attempts, but Army only outscored Lehigh 6-4 during the run, with all
four Lehigh points coming from Grundhoffer free throws. Lehigh forced 10 Army turnovers in the
second quarter, and 16 in the first half, building the lead back to eight with a breakaway steal and
basket by Cameryn Benz at the two-minute mark, and a jumper by Hedstrom with 1:16 left to make
it 25-17. Army scored four of the last five points of the frame from there to cut the deficit to 26-21 at
the half.

Army got within three at the 6:46 mark of the third quarter, and crept within two following a free
throw moments later. The two teams traded baskets for the next two minutes as Army got within
one, then took a 35-34 lead following a pair of free throws at the 3:05 mark. Quinci Mann and Buhr
quickly responded with back-to-back layups to give Lehigh the lead back at 38-35. Mann added four
free throws before the end of the quarter and Grundhoffer hit a jumper in the paint in the closing
seconds with the score 44-39 heading into the fourth.

Devaney opened the final quarter with Lehigh’s first three-pointer of the game, after the team started
0-for-9 from downtown to grab an eight-point lead. She added another triple nearly three minutes
later to grow the lead to a game-high 11 at 54-43. Trailing 56-46 with 2:31 to go, Army ran off six
straight points to get within 56-52 with 59 seconds left. Grundhoffer sank two from the line with 33
seconds left, and after both teams had an empty possession, Army made it a one-score game with a
three-pointer from Destinee Morris with six seconds left to make it 58-55. Mann went to the line after
a foul on the inbounds, hit one free throw to make it 59-55, and Army’s last shot was offline.

“It was an important win for us, looking ahead to who we have on our schedule with our next four
on the road against tough opponents,” Troyan said. “ Army brings a physical toughness to their game
and I thought our kids did a good job of matching that. It was not our best basketball on the offensive
end, but they played really well on the defensive end and that gave us a chance to win.”
